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In the course of its transmission, the Greek text of this small
rhetorical treatise by AELIUS THEON lost its last four chapters. The integral
iext, however, is preserved in an Armenian translation. The Armenian
version has been studied, notably in comparison with its Greek original, by
Bolognesi; it proves (o be as close o the Greek as any other produced by the
Hellenizing school of translators. This enhances the value of the Armenian
version for the recovery of the last part of the treatise.

Diata drawn from the Armenian version has been incorporated in the
still unpublished edition of the Greek text by J.R. Buus, The "Progym-
nasmata" of Theon: a New Text with Translation and Commentary (Ph.D.
dissertation, 1987) distribuied by University Microfilms International, Ann
Arbor MI. A new edition of Theon, accompanied by a French translation, is
currently being prepared by G. Bolognesi and M. Paullon, It takes account of
the contribution of the Armenian version to the textual criticism of the part
of the work preserved in Greek, and also attempts 1o provide an approximate
reconstruction of the Greek of the lost chapters,
