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'Language and the learning curve' is a bold attempt to integrate empirical work on children's early multi-word speech with recent developments in Linguistics, Cognitive Psychology and Complexity Theory. Particularly thought-provoking is the idea that children are learning lexically-specific semantic-syntactic mappings that form an interconnected system based on structural rather than semantic similarity. 
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
