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Ninio provides an illuminating new perspective on syntactic development, merging empirical research with up to the minute linguistic theorising and new ideas from Complexity Theory to present a compelling thesis on the nature of language and language development.  This book is essential reading for researchers who welcome new ideas presenting a strong challenge to long established conventions. 
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
